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National Register of Assisted Reproduction and Quality Control of IVF  in Czech Republic

     First baby after IVF was born in Czech Republic in 1984. Today for a population of 10 millions there are working 16 IVF centers performing about 8000 cycles/year.

Only centers licenced according  to the “Minimal standard for IVF center“ are accepted. This standard clearly defines material requirements (equipment), personal requirements (experience and education), minimal number of treatment cycles/year, minimal succes rates and obligatory reporting of results to the National Register of Assisted Reproduction. To each couple treated in a licenced  center three standard IVF cycles are fully reimbursed from National Health Insurance System (including “standard“ drugs).

Data from National Register are extremely useful for: evaluation of clinical results on national level, demonstration of effectiveness, setting of standards and best practice, scientific purposes, self-regulation and adaptability, licencing purposes and health care planning.
